TOBACCO FREE CAMPUS
On Feb. 6, 2012, Oklahoma Gov. Mary Fallin signed 
Executive Order 2012-01 which prohibits the use 
of any tobacco product on any and all properties 
owned, leased or contracted for use by the State of 
Oklahoma, including but not limited to all buildings, 
land and vehicles owned, leased or contracted for 
use by agencies or instrumentalities of the State of 
Oklahoma.

Furthermore, the executive order states that imple-
mentation shall be achieved no later than six months 
from the date (Feb. 6, 2012) of that order.

ECU will fully comply.  The effective date for our 
campus to be tobacco free is Aug. 1, 2012.

As always, East Central University continues to seek 
to provide a safe, healthy learning environment for 
faculty, staff and students.
